DISCUSSION

a.  Discussion by members of the public (three minutes per person) 

David Newson of Kittery came to the podium.  Mr. Newson stated that he had recently gone to the transfer station to get rid of some carpet padding.  He continued that it used to cost about $25.00 to get rid of the same amount of padding and with the new fee schedule it cost him $90.00.  Mr. Newson indicated he understood the idea was to make the facility cost neutral but thought the new fees were out of line.

Chairperson Spiller agreed that $90.00 seemed like a lot of money and asked the town manager to look into the issue.  Town Manager Carter stated he would look into the issue and get back to him. NEW BUSINESS


a. (100110-1) The Kittery Town Council moves to establish an overlay amount of $_______, resulting in a mill rate of ______ mills and to charge an interest rate of 7% per annum on past due accounts and an interest rate of 3% on overpayment of property taxes and confirms the dates of December 10, 2010 and June 10, 2011 as the due dates for the first and second half of the property and personal property taxes.   

 

Town Manager Carter stated this was a project that the tax assessor had been working on over the past year.  He continued that they had targeted 10 million and had valuated over 11 million which was a good achievement. Town Manager Carter noted they were asking for an overlay amount of $212,301 which would represent a mill rate of $.01432.  He stated it had been common practice to recommend as much overlay as possible to cover unforeseen costs.

Councilor Thomson asked what the overlay was used for.  Town Manager Carter responded that it was used for abatements and other expenses.  Councilor Thomson suggested that it might be better to lower the number as he was hesitant to commit to a figure that the town had not come close to meeting for the past few years.
