DISCUSSION – 


Judy Evancic came to the podium.  Mrs. Evancic stated that her husband had fallen in their driveway on January 29 from what appeared to be a stroke.  She continued that her daughter called 911 and stated their address two or three times because the ambulances had been sent to Goodwin Road in Eliot as opposed to Goodwin Road in Kittery on previous occasions.  Mrs. Evancic indicated that it seemed that the ambulances had once again gone to Eliot as it took them about 30 minutes to get to her house.  She continued that she did not want her husband’s death to be in vain and asked that the town fix the problem with AMR.  Mrs. Evancic stated that Council, as the leaders of the community, should make sure that the contract with AMR is held to the highest standard and in this case the system had failed.

Chairperson Spiller assured Mrs. Evancic that Town Manager Carter had done a preliminary investigation and they were asking him to do a full investigation and report back to Mrs. Evancic and Council with his findings.

Councilor Thomson stated that last fall he had asked if the Town could put a yield to pedestrians sign up between Terra Cotta Pasta and the Beach Pea and asked if that was still a possibility.  Town Manager Carter stated it was a tough place to put up a sign but that he would look into the issue and maybe they could do something with painting and striping in the road.


Councilor Guy indicated that Chief Strong had presented the results of his month long look at the traffic in the Stevenson Road area and thanked Chief Strong for his efforts.

Councilor Beers stated the Committee would like to retain the citizen co-chair representative which was absent at the moment and move to have one of the legislative body members be elected as a co-chair and they had selected Vern Gardner who is the Chairman of the Board of Appeals to fill that role.

13.  COUNCILOR ISSUES OR COMMENT – 


Councilor Dennett asked if the issue with Efficiency Maine was dead.  Town Manager Carter stated that it was not and indicated they had selected a company and were negotiating a contract.  He continued they should be receiving a contract with all of the indemnity issues taken care of and would bring it back to Council to amend the motion on the table.  Councilor Dennett stated he would like to review the contract when it was received.
14.  COMMITTEE AND OTHER REPORTS


a.  Communications from the Chairperson – 


Chairperson Spiller stated that she, Councilor Thomson and Councilor Dow were going to be meeting that Thursday to discuss the property maintenance ordinance.


b.  Town Manager’s Report


 Town Manager Carter stated he had received notice from Senator Collins office who passed on an award notice from Fish & Wildlife.  He continued the town would receive $242,766 and a $90,000 match to construct a pier, ramp and float system.  Town Manager Carter stated it was too early to tell how it would roll out but they would be working with the State of Maine and congratulated the Port Authority for their hard work.

Town Manager Carter indicated that Kittery had a sister town in the general area of where the devastation had happened in Japan.  He continued he had written to the mayor to determine what condition his area was in and received a nice email back stating that no one had been hurt and they were continuing life as normal.

Town Manager noted he had received a letter from a resident whose father had recently passed away.  He continued the letter stated how professional and caring the officers who had responded to the 911 call were.


Town Manager Carter indicated that Kittery had been asked to host another submarine which was coming in for work and as he had heard no objections, he had agreed to host the USS Memphis which would be in town for about 9 months.  He continued they were looking for a host chairman for the ship and stated if anyone in the community thought they could pull the community behind the crew they should let him know.


c.  Committee Reports.


Councilor Beers indicated the Growth Management Committee was meeting Wednesday at 6 P.M. and the Economic Development Committee would be meeting at 4 P.M.


Councilor Beers stated the Town of Eliot had hired a new sewer engineer and were now looking at other alternatives.  Councilor Beers asked Councilor Dennett and Town Manager Carter to have a discussion session regarding this issue.


Councilor Dow stated relative to the Building Committee that both schools had been approved by the CEO.  He continued that Shapleigh would be turned over to the town in the near future and students were expected to begin at Mitchell on March 21st.


Chairperson Spiller stated the Frisbee Revitalization Committee was meeting that Wednesday and the Frisbee Building Committee would be meeting the following Wednesday.
