5.	PUBLIC HEARINGS – 
	a.  (050211-1)  The Kittery Town Council moves to hold a public hearing to approve and adopt an ordinance entitled “Ordinance Approving Additional Local Funds for School Budget for Fiscal Year 2011-2012”. 
	Chairperson Spiller indicated this item was advertised in the Portsmouth Herald on April 29th.  Chairperson Spiller then opened the public hearing.  
	Superintendent Hutton stated this budget was on target for what had been recommended and that she recommended moving forward.
	Kim Bedard indicated she wanted to thank the staff and community for their support for the budget.
	Chairperson Spiller then closed the public hearing.  
	COUNCILOR PELLETIER MOVED THAT THE TOWN OF KITTERY HEREBY ORDAINS IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE SEPARATE APPROVAL REQUIREMENT OF TITLE 20-A, SECTION 15671-A(5)(B) THAT $2,496,945 BE RAISED AND APPROPRIATED IN ADDITIONAL LOCAL FUNDS, WHICH EXCEEDS THE STATE’S ESSENTIAL PROGRAMS AND SERVICES ALLOCATION MODEL BY $2,270,310 AS REQUIRED TO FUND THE BUDGET RECOMMENDED BY THE SCHOOL COMMITTEE, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR BEERS.
	Councilor Thomson asked Superintendent Hutton why they were asking for 2.4 million dollars over the State’s Essential Programs and Services model and asked if the state was not dealing with reality when giving the figure.  Superintendent Hutton responded that model was not reality based and was the bare minimum to open the doors.  
	Councilor Dennett indicated that in the future he would like to be able to see the date and vote by the School Committee.  Superintendent Hutton stated she thought the vote had been taken on March 15th with 6 in favor and 1 opposed.
	A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION PASSES 6/0.

Superintendent Hutton indicated extra monies had been allocated for the Special Education dedicated account because it was unknown what they would need and additional monies for the Facilities Maintenance budget as they were hoping to do some improvements.
