	Maryann Place indicated that the new polling location was at the Kittery Community Center and the polls would be open from 7 AM to 8 PM.

13.	NEW BUSINESS
	a.   (100312-1)  Donations/gifts received for Council disposition
	COUNCILOR DOW MOVED TO ACCEPT DONATIONS AS PRESENTED, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR THOMSON.
	Councilor Dow asked if these were actual donations or if they were payments.  Town Manager Markel responded that they were payments for sponsorship of the booklets.  Councilor Dow stated that he thought these should be considered operating expenses.  Councilor Dennett stated that he thought they should move forward and accept them that evening but should set something up in the near future to straighten the issue out.

	b.  (100312-2)  The Kittery Town Council acknowledges End 68 Hours of Hunger as they receive funds from the Kittery Education Committee Scholarship Fund.
	Councilor Dow indicated that there were over 50 volunteers working on the project and that they were currently 70 children receiving assistance.  Councilor Dow then presented the organization with a check for $2500.00.
	c.  (100312-3)  The Kittery Town Council moves to hear a report from the Wood Island Advisory Committee and take action on its recommendation regarding the Wood Island seawalls.
	Chairperson Spiller stated that Council ruled that they wanted to see a seawall in place before any action on the lifesaving station could take place.  Chairperson Spiller indicated that on October 18th, they had received a seawall study which looked to be close to an acceptable plan but would be contingent on dredging the river.  She continued there were a lot of uncertainties and that nothing would happen until 2015 at the earliest.  She indicated that they wanted to make Council aware that they would not make any agreements until the seawall had been restored which would not happen for at least another three years.

	A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION PASSES 6/0.
	k.  (100312-11)  The Kittery Town Council moves to authorize the Town Manager to close departments that work Fridays, with the exception of essential personnel, the Friday after Thanksgiving, November 23rd, and a half day on Christmas Eve, December 24th with the understanding that employees will use their personal accumulated time for said day.  
	COUNCILOR DOW MOVED TO AUTHORIZE THE TOWN MANAGER TO CLOSE DEPARTMENTS THAT WORK FRIDAYS, WITH THE EXCEPTION OF ESSENTIAL PERSONNEL, THE FRIDAY AFTER THANKSGIVING, NOVEMBER 23RD, AND A HALF DAY ON CHRISTMAS EVE, DECEMBER 24TH, WITH THE UNDERSTANDING THAT EMPLOYEES WILL USE THEIR PERSONAL ACCUMULATED TIME FOR SAID DAY, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR PELLITIER.
	A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION PASSES 6/0.
	l.  (100312-12)  The Kittery Town Council moves to receive a report from the Town Manager on capital projects in town.
	Town Manager Markel stated that there were several projects going on in town and indicated that the list provided from the Sewer Department was not complete.  He continued that he expected the final version in a couple of weeks.  Councilor Dow indicated that he thought that the information provided was informative and would like to receive updates on a regular basis.  Councilor Thomson noted that he had a problem with the Eliot Sewer agreement and stated he thought they should tell Eliot that they had to pay what everyone else was paying.  Town Manager Markel stated he had been in touch with Eliot and that Eliot was benefitting by not doing anything.  He continued Eliot would be voting on the issue in November.  Councilor Dennett stated that they could force Eliot to participate in binding arbitration.  Town Manager Markel indicated they had sent a letter to Eliot indicating that.  Councilor Thomson stated that he would like to get an idea from the Sewer Department on how to integrate some neighborhoods onto the sewer line.
	m.  	The Kittery Town Council moves to appoint Maryann Place as acting Town Manager from October 30 – November 2 while the Town Manager is on vacation.

	Councilor Thomson indicated that Traip would be hosting candidates night.
15.	COMMITTEE AND OTHER REPORTS
	a.  Communications from the Chairperson – 
	Chairperson Spiller stated that she and Councilor Dow had attended a workshop with the Planning Board, Economic Development Committee and the Comprehensive Plan Update Committee and that it was productive.
	b.  Town Manager’s Report –
	Town Manager Markel indicated relative to  labor negotiations that they were approaching a final decision on the contract.  He asked that Council schedule a special meeting on October 29th with an executive session to discuss the matter. 
	Town Clerk Place stated that between November 7-19 the town would not be streaming meetings because the system was being reconfigured.  
	Town Manager Markel stated relative to the Kittery Community Center, that they were working on developing a website for the KCC.
	Town Manager Markel noted that he had attended a meeting the previous Thursday with ME DOT official relative to the Sarah Long bridge reconstruction.  He continued they were looking to create a different design for the bridge and that it would be more modern than the Memorial Bridge.
	Town Manager Markel indicated they were in the final stages of hiring a town accountant.  He noted that a candidate had been offered the position contingent on a background check.
	Town Manager Markel noted they were working on adding additional lighting on Ridgewood Drive.  He noted the speed limit sign on Bridge Street had been replaced.
	Town Manager Markel indicated relative to truck traffic on Rogers Road, that a resident had made the case that heavy trucks should not use part of the road.  He continued that the DPW could construct a no truck zone if Council thought it was necessary.  Councilor Dennett stated they would need to enact an ordinance if they wished to do so and suggested that the town communicate with the Shipyard.
	Town Manager Markel stated that a Highpoint Circle resident had petitioned the Planning Board to change the name to Highpoint Circle Extension.
	Town Manager Markel noted that an abutter to a town owned parcel on Grey Lodge Road would like to purchase the lot from the town.  He continued they were trying to figure out how the town acquired the lot as that would determine how they could sell the lot. 
	Town Manager Markel indicated that he would be coming forward with a quarterly financial report and would give an update on “other fund accounts”.

	Councilor Thomson stated that on November 9th there was going to be a celebration of the grand opening of the performing arts space.  He continued that tickets were $10 and it was a Great Gatsby theme.
