Councilor Beers stated he would like to request an executive session at the May 14th meeting to discuss contract negotiations.
	Councilor Beers stated he wanted to give a shout out to the program end68hoursofhunger.org, which was a program which provided food for underprivileged children for the weekends.  He continued the program also donated backpacks and that it was an admirable effort. Councilor Beers indicated that he had asked the town clerk to take his Council pay to donate to the program.  He continued the First Congressional Church had also raised $900 for the program.
	Town Manager Markel stated that he had spoken with Councilor Dennett about his concerns that the contractors at the Frisbee project were using the town’s electricity to construct the project.  He continued that he did not think that anything could be done about it at this point, but it was a good heads up for future contracts.
	Councilor Dow noted that he was hoping that CIP budget could be presented at the May 14th meeting for approval.
	Councilor Dow indicated that it was brought to his attention that the KPA was requesting additional utilities and funding and suggested that a workshop be scheduled for the following Monday.
