Chairperson Spiller called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.
2.	Introductory
	Chairperson Spiller read the introductory.
3.	Pledge of Allegiance 
Chairperson Spiller led those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.

	Answering the roll were Chairperson Judith Spiller, Vice Chairperson George Dow, Councilors Frank Dennett, Gary Beers, Jeffrey Pelletier and Jeffrey Thomson.
5.	Agenda Amendment and Adoption –
	COUNCILOR BEERS MOVED TO REMOVE ITEM 12B FROM THE AGENDA, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR THOMSON, WITH ALL IN FAVOR.
	CHAIRPERSON SPILLER MOVED TO ADD ITEM 11A, TO DISCUSS THE DRAFT MOU BETWEEN THE TOWN OF KITTERY AND WILSSA, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR BEERS, WITH ALL IN FAVOR.
	COUNCILOR DENNETT MOVED TO ADD ITEM 12V, TO RECONSIDER THE VOTE ON APRIL 23, 2012 TO APPOINT JANICE CARSON TO THE REGISTRATION APPEALS BOARD UNTIL 4/23/16, SECONDED BY CHAIRPERSON SPILLER, WITH ALL IN FAVOR.
	Councilor Dennett explained that there was an error on the agenda and the term expiration should have been listed as 4/23/15.
	The agenda was adopted as amended.
6.	The Kittery Town Council moves to receive a report from Gary Sinden, York County Commissioner on County Issues
	Gary Sinden came to the podium and indicated that the County was back and strong.  He continued that five years ago the County was essentially bankrupt and they had achieved a lot of success in the past few years.  Mr. Sinden stated they had been able to submit two level budgets in a row and they had also been able to lower the County’s share of jail costs significantly.  Mr. Sinden explained that Kittery’s portion of the county tax had been lowered by $25,000 because the valuation of the town had decreased.  He continued that District 5 paid over 35% of the County’s expenditures and he felt they needed stronger support from the District.  Mr. Sinden urged the Town to send elected officers to the caucus when the budget committee is chosen in the fall and that two elected officials and one public person were needed to represent the District.

He continued they wanted to try allowing it for a limited period of time and recommended a sunset clause of December 31, 2012.
	Chairperson Spiller then closed the public hearing.

He continued that they did not ordinarily enact ordinances with this type of sunset clause so he took it out.  Councilor Beers indicated that if they wanted it repealed at a later point, a request for action could be taken but if it was successful then no further action would have to be taken.  He continued the Planning Board wished to have a sunset clause so he was going to make an amendment to the motion.

	a.  Discussion by members of the public (three minutes per person) – 
	Debbie Driscoll came to the podium and indicated that she would like to speak towards Item 12A.  She continued that if Council was going to move forward on the item, she would like them to consider the height of the pier and if it will block the view of Fort McClary.
	Sam Reid, President of WILSSA, came to the podium and stated that the group wanted to restore the lifesaving station at Wood Island.  He continued a draft MOU was before Council that evening and he strongly urged Council to vote yes on it.  Mr. Reed noted the group was offering to pay the bill to restore the site and take care of the upkeep for years to come.  He continued that they will have funds in place before construction begins to be able to remove the structure if it is unable to be restored.
	Russell White, member of WILSSA, came to the podium and indicated that WILSSA had a lot of work to do before the restoration project could begin next summer.  He continued that they were requesting a liability waiver to be able to access the building to begin preliminary work.  Mr. White continued that he thought the project could be successful and that he did not want the structure to be demolished.  Mr. White noted that time was of the essence and urged Council to move ahead as quickly as possible.
	Ann Grinnell came to the podium and indicated relative to Item 12A, that she would like Council to consider postponing a decision until after a Planning Board workshop had taken place.
