	a.  Discussion by members of the public (three minutes per person) – 	
	Milton Hall came to the podium and indicated that his problem with the BIG project was who was paying for it.  He continued that mooring fees have gone up 600% since 2011 and thought that it was basically the mooring holders who were paying for the project.
	Barry Fitzpatrick came to the podium and stated he had attended the student sponsored question and answer session for Council candidates and was impressed with the candidates answers and commitment to transparency.

12.	UNFINISHED BUSINESS –  
	a.  (100313-1)  The Kittery Town Council moves to reconsider its vote of October 16, 2013 to approve a $5000 in-kind match for a Harbor Improvement Grant to prepare a wave attenuation plan for Pepperrell Cove with in-kind services provided by the Kittery Port Authority, and Town Planning and Development and Public Works Departments.
	Chairperson Dow stated that this was on the agenda at the request of Councilor Thomson and as he was not present at that meeting, would not be voting.  
	COUNCILOR THOMSON THAT THE KITTERY TOWN COUNCIL RECONSIDER ITS VOTE OF OCTOBER 16, 2013 TO APPROVE A $5000 IN-KIND MATCH FOR A HARBOR IMPROVEMENT GRANT TO PREPARE A WAVE ATTENUATION PLAN FOR PEPPERRELL COVE WITH IN-KIND SERVICES PROVIDED BY THE KITTERY PORT AUTHORITY, AND TOWN PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT AND PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENTS, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR PELLETIER FOR DISCUSSION.
Councilor Thomson stated that on the evening of 10/16, there had been some concern as to what kind of material would be dredged.  He continued that he had recent extended discussions with a marine engineer who had concerns about the material and did not think that it was going to be useful.  Councilor Thomson noted that the engineer had told him that dredging that material may cause harm and would be better left alone and to pursue a different project.

Councilor Spiller indicated she was not sure about this because another engineer had indicated that the material would be large enough pieces to use.  Bob Melanson, Chair of the KPA, stated that they did not know how large the rocks were going to be but all they were asking for was the design phase.  He continued if the design was faulty, they would not proceed with the project.  Councilor Pelletier stated that he appreciated Councilor Thomson bringing this item up but that he supported the plan going forward.
