1.	Call to Order
Chairperson Dow called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.
2.	Introductory
	Chairperson Dow read the introductory.

	Councilor Spiller noted that Item 12G should be moved to unfinished business as Item 12A.  
	Chairperson Dow indicated they needed to add Item 13H to schedule a public hearing for the possible enactment of a new ordinance relative to the citizen petition for Wood Island and add Item 13I to schedule a public hearing to schedule a special election relative to the citizen petition on Wood Island.
The agenda was accepted as amended.

	The minutes of 5/29/13 were accepted as amended.

9.	All items involving the town attorney, town engineers, town employees or other town consultants or requested officials – 
	The Kittery Town Council moves to accept the memorabilia presented by the Thresher Memorial Project Group from the 50th Thresher Memorial ceremony that was held on April 10, 2013.
	Alan Kerr of the Thresher Memorial Project Group came to the podium and stated that the memorial was to represent the 129 men who perished on the Thresher 50 years ago.  He spoke about the project’s upcoming plans and encouraged citizens to visit the Thresher display at the museum.  Mr. Kerr then presented the items which he hoped would be displayed in the Town Hall.
10.	PUBLIC HEARINGS
	a.  (060213-1)  The Kittery Town Council moves to hold a public hearing on the FY ’14 municipal and adult education budgets in accordance with Section 6.06 of the Kittery Town Charter.
	Chairperson Dow opened the public hearing and no response being heard, closed the public hearing.  No action was taken on the item.
11.	DISCUSSION
	a.  Discussion by members of the public (three minutes per person) – 	
	Robert McDonough came to the podium and stated that the light at Legion Pond was on all night.  He continued he thought the light should only be on when people were skating and that it was light pollution.
	Susan Johnson came to the podium and indicated that the obligations to the Thresher were not over and that she thought they should have a permanent memorial at Wood Island.  
	Russell White of WILSSA came to the podium and noted that 850 signatures had been obtained on the Wood Island petitions and they were looking forward to the public hearing.  He continued that WILSSA would like the town to be open to proposals and asked that the Parks Service be contacted to see if the conditions of the current deed could be changed.

12.	UNFINISHED BUSINESS –  
	a.  (060213-7)  The Kittery Town Council moves to receive a report from the Wood Island Advisory Committee on Wood Island.
	Councilor Pelletier stated that he had used his position as a councilor to open the dialogue with WILSSA and to find some common ground.  He continued that WIAC was reenergized by the recent actions and wanted to see the structure preserved and restored.  Councilor Pelletier encouraged Council to come to a concession agreement with WILSSA so preliminary work could be started.  He continued that he thought that WILSSA should be charged with restoring the structure as it needed an interior restoration as well as exterior and that Kittery should put away some money to help with the restoration.  Councilor Pelletier indicated that the residents wanted to see the seascape restored and thought that the groups could work together to make that happen.  He stated he did not think that the town needed to turn over the island in order to make things happen and he was looking for an indication from Council that they would support these points.
	Councilor Guy stated he did think that the results of the special election should be Council’s marching orders and that he thought they should call a meeting together with the Parks Service.  Councilor Pelletier stated he thought there was a much better chance at success if the groups could go in as partners.  Councilor Brake stated he thought they should go forward with WILSSA if the Parks Service would go along with it.
