9.
PUBLIC HEARINGS

a. (110210-1) The Kittery Town Council moves to hold a public hearing to amend the Kittery Town Code Title 10, Section 10.2.1.2 One-way Streets at Designated Times and to approve it as an emergency ordinance.  Moved by Beers- Seconded by Dow

COUNCILOR BEERS MOVED THE TOWN OF KITTERY HEREBY ORDAINS in accordance with title 30-A, MRSA §3001, and town charter section 2.14, with circumstances affecting life, health, property and the public peace, the town of kittery hereby ordains the approved revision to town code title 10, section 10.2.1.2 as an emergency ordinance with effect from november 22ND through december 22, 2010 whereupon it is repealed, AS PRESENTED.  SECONDED BY COUNCILOR GUY.

A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION PASSES 7/0.

b. (110210-2) The Kittery Town Council moves to hold a public hearing on the designation of its proposed Municipal Development District #1 (Mixed Use) (the “District”) and the adoption of a development Program for the said District, pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 206 of Title 30-A of the Maine Revised Statutes, as amended.
Chairperson Spiller stated that notice of this Public Hearing was published in Portsmouth Herald, November 11, 2010.
David Lincoln – Shepard’s Cove:  Mr. Lincoln recommended the proposal be more to include the kind of businesses to be attracted to this area, to provide a better visual image and re-branding of the mall area, and be consistent with the Comprehensive Plan.
Susan Emery – Ms. Emery noted Kittery has design standards in place and the existing Comprehensive Plan would not allow for excessive mall expansion in this District.  The area should encourage residential, open space, industrial and less retail use.

Tim Case, Gerrish Island Lane – Mr. Case noted TIF (Tax Increment Financing) districts are powerful tools for municipalities, but felt most citizens are not fully aware of what the proposals for these Districts entail.  He requested the Town Planner summarize the proposals before he proceeds.

Gerry Mylroie, Town Planner – Mr. Mylroie introduced Ron Epstein, TIF Advisor for Kittery.  Mr. Mylroie summarized the concept for the three municipal development districts:

· A TIF district is a geographical area in town where development or redevelopment is desired to expand economic activities, such as job creation.  The resultant increase in property valuations will increase municipal revenues to offset municipal operating expenses.

· TIF is a project financing technique where a portion of the increase in the property valuation resulting in construction of public improvements creates an increase in property value.  The amount of increase (increment) is taxed at the normal tax rate, but is set aside to help pay for those public improvements.

· TIF also helps to stimulate development, allowing for investment in public improvements by recapturing and utilizing a percentage of that increased value to help fund or pay for the infrastructure improvements.

· The three districts identified were established in an effort to link the community through innovative transportation efforts (water taxies, trolleys), allowing visitors and residents the ability to shop and visit.  The districts extend to capture day sailors and the working marine areas.

· The State Department of Economic and Community Development regulates the establishment of TIF districts.  The total area utilized in a TIF district cannot exceed a specific area within a community, and the DECD reviews and authorizes the development of TIF districts within each community.

Susan Emery asked if there were any proposed zoning changes.  Mr. Mylroie stated there are no zoning changes. 
Tim Case – Stated the properties included in the TIF proposals have been assessed at $21 million;  the proposal notes $75 million in additional commercial development (TIFs cannot be used for residential development), resulting in $21 million in gross tax revenue, or $12 million net tax revenue, over 30 years.  Mr. Case questioned how much additional revenue would have been created over 30 years through natural development of the proposed properties.  Would this development happen naturally, but for the TIF?  This ‘but for’ question is particularly relevant to proposed District 1.  Mr. Case spoke to specific areas (Landmark Hill, the Gateway Project), recommending more discussion needs to take place prior to implementation.  The selection of properties to be included in TIFs is critical because the 5% limitation in land area for TIFs is a 30 year commitment.  There needs to be a more sophisticated development plan, a market analysis, and number crunching.  Additionally, proposed Credit Enhancement Agreements (CEA) to pay developers for development dips into TIF funds.  Stakeholder involvement needs to be expanded beyond what is apparent in the TIF application to the DECD.  He recommends postponement of approval at this time.

Councilor Beers asked for the origin of the $75 million and $21 million figures referenced.  Mr. Case stated the $75 million is the total increase in the assessed value of all three district properties, and the $21 is the total property taxes assessed on the $75 million value over 30 years.

Mr. Thomson asked Mr. Case why he did not speak up at the previous Council workshop, as this is the opportunity for the public to bring questions to Council.  Mr. Case felt he was not prepared to speak to this issue at that time.

Chairperson Spiller asked Attorney Epstein how the properties included in each district were chosen.

Mr. Epstein clarified this is Phase 1 of the State process for implementation.  Phase 1 is where a town designates areas consistent with economic development plans whereby the kinds of activities could occur.  Phase 2 kicks in when a specific project occurs involving one or many project parcels, identifying specific developments, job creation, projected increase in assessed valuation, etc.  At this time, public hearings take place regarding these specific developments, requiring Council approval of the terms of development, CEAs if any, and specific town involvement in the development.  At this time of Phase 1 there is no commitment to a specific project, funding level, or CEA.  The areas identified for TIF districts involve potential development opportunities as identified by Planning staff in discussions with property owners and the existing infrastructure or infrastructure needs.

Mr. Lincoln requested the Council postpone a decision on this item at this time.

Suzanne Sayer asked that natural gas lines be identified and included to allow tie in by the Town to decrease oil dependency.

John Surrell requested postponement on the proposal to further develop these ideas, specifically why the Town of Kittery has a failed financial relationship with the existing retail and commercial base.

Jim Tyson requested postponement of a decision.

Susan Emery asked that the proposals include a scenic roads overlay as identified in the Comprehensive Plan.  She also felt the proposals need more public review and input.  
Tim Case asked if there have been formal conversations with York as an immediate abutter to District 1.  With 600 acres available in Kittery to consider for TIF districts, there are other areas that could benefit from a TIF district that could be considered as well.
The Public Hearing on this item closed at 8:00 p.m.
c. (110210-3) The Kittery Town Council moves to hold a public hearing on the designation of its proposed Municipal Development District #2 (Route 1 Shopping Corridor) (the “District”) and the adoption of a development Program for the said District, pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 206 of Title 30-A of the Maine Revised Statutes, as amended.  
Chairperson Spiller stated that notice of this Public Hearing was published in Portsmouth Herald, November 11, 2010.
Susan Emery identified low-density residential districts included as part of this district that should not be included.
Suzanne Sayer noted the rise in water levels along the Piscataqua River would impact any potential business development in this district.
Debbie Driscoll stated that Lot 2702A is a non-buildable lot by deed and should not be included.  Can residential be included in the mixed-use areas within a TIF District?  If not, this omission could have a negative impact on the needs of Kittery residents.  She noted Kittery Point Village was not mentioned in the legal advertisements.

Tim Case stated Town-owned lots (such as Lot 27-49A) included in District should be removed as they are not taxable properties.  A transit oriented TIF should be considered.

The Public Hearing closed at 8:14 p.m.

d. (110210-4) The Kittery Town Council moves to hold a public hearing on the designation of its proposed Municipal Development District #3 (Business Park) (the “District”) and the adoption of a development Program for the said District, pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 206 of Title 30-A of the Maine Revised Statutes, as amended.
Chairperson Spiller stated that notice of this Public Hearing was published in Portsmouth Herald, November 11, 2010.
Tim Case referenced an article in the Portsmouth Herald.  He noted the impact of development on the Spruce Creek watershed, the need for enhanced stormwater management systems, LEED certification, etc.  

Debbie Driscoll asked why the assessment date of March 31, 2010 is used and whether mixed-use can include residential uses in these proposed districts?

Ron Epstein explained the assessment date of March 31 is set by State law.  In this case, the date is March 31, 2010 which means assessment figures used date to April 1, 2009.  New residential development can be included in a TIF and the revenues can be used to finance commercial development.  However, in these proposals, TIF revenues cannot be used to finance residential development.  As long as 25% of properties in a district are suitable for commercial development, the State test is met.  State law also states that no more than 2% of the Town can be included in any one district, and all districts combined can be no more than 5%.  Therefore, the idea of a larger master plan area cannot be supported.  Planning staff then began looking at areas that could accommodate increased development and targeted some parcels.  These districts and boundaries can be easily amended through public hearing, amended maps and DECD review and approval.  In many towns TIFs are only developed when there is a specific development under consideration.  Kittery’s proposal is to develop a framework for future master planning.  There is no commitment now or in December for how dollars will be spent, but will come later.  As Kittery develops TIFs, all the increased value is excluded from state valuation.  Approximately 50% of any tax dollar that is not in a TIF district is lost to state or county taxes.  By freezing the value now, as values increase, sheltering of value is enhanced.

Councilor Beers explained the TIF proposals do not change the Comprehensive Plan or the Land Use and Development Code.  These districts target areas that already exist that have desired development characteristics as identified in the Comprehensive Plan and Code, but are rather a means to raise revenue to pay for municipal development in these areas if development occurs.  Mr. Epstein added the Council could further limit development in these areas by imposing stricter standards than those already in place.

Councilor Dow asked if parcels can be removed from Districts.  Mr. Epstein stated this could be done following Council action and DECD approval.
Councilor Beers stated he appreciates the concerns for postponement by audience members, but feels there has been considerable work and review on these items to date.

COUNCILOR Beers Moved to approve council orders dated 11/22/10 as presented.  seconded by councilor Guy
Councilor Guy stated his support of the concept and the motion.

Councilor Dow stated he felt the Growth Management Committee should be driving these proposals.

Councilor Beers explained there is no change in the existing zones, Comprehensive Plan, Historic Districts, etc. already in place.  Any change to these existing safeguards within the proposed TIF districts does not exist.

Councilor Dennett questioned whether the Council can act on an order as moved and seconded.
Duncan McEachern stated the Council could ordain as an order or ordinance as there was public notice, and can be adopted.
COUNCILOR BEERS MOVED THE TOWN OF KITTERY HEREBY ORDAIN TOWN COUNCIL ORDERS DATED NOVEMBER 22, 2010.  COUNCILOR DOW SECONDED

Councilor Dennett suggested this be done together with the ordinance amendment at the hearing in two weeks.  Councilor Beers stated timely action was needed to submit to the State for review and action.  Mr. Epstein stated a draft has been submitted to the State and formal action is needed to move it along.  The Council will review an ordinance amendment for adoption on December 13 which is the final action on this matter.  Chairperson Spiller asked if there’s a time frame that must be met.  Mr. Epstein said no, except for the March 31 date which would require new calculations, hearings, etc.  Chairperson Spiller explained she felt there was a public knowledge and understanding gap and, while fully supportive, feels the Town needs more understanding.  Councilor Pelletier concurred.  Councilor Dow felt there had been a number of meetings, workshops and discussions on these items.  While he believes this is good for Kittery, more discourse is apparently needed.   Councilor Beers noted there were additional errata and changes to the TIF that needed to be included in the final adoption.  Councilor Dow suggested these changes could be posted on the website and questions can be answered.  Because these need action on December 13, there does not seem to be a need to adopt the TIF proposals at this meeting.

COUNCILOR BEERS MOVED TO POSTPONE THE QUESTION UNTIL AFTER THE TITLE 3 PUBLIC HEARING ON DECEMBER 13.  CHAIRPERSON SPILLER SECONDED.

Discussion followed regarding the order in which Title 3 and order adoption can take place.  

A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION PASSES 7/0.

COUNCILOR BEERS MOVED TO POSTPONE THIS ITEM TO DECEMBER 13, 2010 OR LATER.  COUNCILOR THOMPSON SECONDED. 
A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION PASSES 7/0.
b.
(110210-6) The Kittery Town Council moves to support the Town of York’s recommendation of the York River as Wild and Scenic under the National Parks Service.

Manager Carter summarized the request stating the only action needed is a letter of support for this item.

COUNCILOR THOMSON MOVED THE KITTERY TOWN COUNCIL SUPPORT THE EFFORTS OF YORK IN THEIR RECOMMENDATION OF THE YORK RIVER AS WILD AND SCENIC UNDER THE NATIONAL PARKS SERVICE AND AUTHORIZE A LETTER OF SUPPORT BY CHAIRPERSON SPILLER ON OUR BEHALF BE SENT TO THE FRIENDS OF THE YORK RIVER WITH THE CORRECTION OF THE SALUTATION.  SECONDED BY COUNCILOR DOW.

Councilor Dennett wondered what would happen to properties along the river in the Town of Kittery.  Manager Carter explained there is no nomination going forward, but are merely submitting this for an assessment.  

A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH SIX IN FAVOR, ONE OPPOSED (DENNETT).  MOTION PASSES 6/1.
c. (110210-7) The Kittery Town Council moves to discuss and act on requests from the Open Space Advisory Committee and the Kittery Land Trust.

Manager Carter introduced Karen Young, KLT and Ken Fellows, Open Space Committee and summarized the request to include the town owned Langton gravel pit parcel as part of the KLT’s Remick Preserve.  The KLT would need to conduct a boundary survey, environmental assessment to determine if there is hazardous waste on the site, etc. and requests the Town’s partnering in this effort at a cost from $5,600 to $7,600 for the Town, to be matched with $3,375 in in-kind volunteer and future direct cost for management of the parcel.

Councilor Dennett asked if this parcel could be deeded directly to the KLT with voter approval.  Chairperson Spiller noted this is the type of effort that could benefit from the Open Space Reserve Fund.  Manager Carter compared this with the Patton parcel whereby the Town retains title, but the KLT manages the parcel.  Councilor Thomson concurred with Councilor Dennett’s proposal to have the Town deed the parcel to KLT.  Karen Young, Acquisition Committee, KLT, had not discussed fee ownership of the property with the Board and would be concerned about additional costs.  Ken Fellows understood Town parcels had to go to auction prior to being offered to the KLT.  Unknown site conditions would preclude out right acceptance of the parcel by the KLT.  The proposal would allow for sharing of site assessment between the Town and the KLT.

CHAIRPERSON SPILLER MOVED THE TOWN COUNCIL RELEASE FUNDS NOT TO EXCEED $7,700 FROM THE OPEN SPACE RESERVE FUND #794-67500 AND ENTER INTO A MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING WITH THE KITTERY LAND TRUST FOR THE LANGTON PARCEL.  SECONDED BY COUNCILOR PELLETIER.

Mr. Dennett explained he wanted more information before accepting as presented.

Ms. Young explained each step is a phase.  Based on the environmental assessment, the KLT could then determine whether there is a next step.  A boundary survey, conservation easement and memorandum of understanding would follow.  

COUNCILOR BEERS MOVED TO POSTPONE THIS ITEM UNTIL DECEMBER 13, 2010 COUNCIL MEETING.  COUNCILOR DENNETT SECONDED

A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH SIX IN FAVOR, ONE OPPOSED (THOMSON).  MOTION PASSES 6/1.
d. (110210-8) The Kittery Town Council moves to receive from the Frisbee Revitalization Committee recommendations, and to take action for the next steps for the Kittery Community Center at Frisbee Common development.
COUNCILOR THOMSON MOVED THE REPORT RECEIVED FROM THE FRC BE ENDORSED BY THE COUNCIL, RELEASE BOND FINANCING, PROCEED TO ESTABLISH A BUILDING COMMITTEE AND AMEND THE EXISTING CONTRACT WITH THE TOWN OF KITTERY AND BH+A TO CONTINUE IN THE DESIGN BID AND BUILD PHASE OF THE PROJECT.  CHAIRPERSON SPILLER SECONDED

Councilor Dennett stated a Bond Anticipation Note must be in place.  He cannot support the motion because it is three fold and includes not having the architectural and engineering services put out to bid.  Councilor Dow asked about the bh+a contract.  Manager Carter referenced the letter from the FRC regarding the bh+a contract.  The RFPQ allows the Town to renew the contract with bh+a for future phases of work. - Wood Island Committee – Island Ventures proposal to close structures utilizing young adults created concerns regarding hazardous materials such as asbestos, lead paint, toxicity from bird waste, etc.  Ransom Environmental concurred, and work should be done by hazardous waste specialists.
