7.	ACCEPTANCE OF PREVIOUS MINUTES
	The minutes of May 9, 2011 and May 16, 2011 were accepted as amended.
8.	Interviews for the Board of Appeals and Planning Board - None
9.	PUBLIC HEARINGS – None
10.	DISCUSSION –  
	Debbie Driscoll came to the podium and stated that she supported the Destination Marketing Program and hoped they would add Kittery Center Village to the project.
	Lee Roberts of Portsmouth came to the podium.  She continued that she was the mother of a property owner on Chauncey Creek Road which was next door to a trash ridden lot.  Ms. Roberts indicated that the lot presented serious health and fire hazard risks and greatly devalued the surrounding lots.  She stated that she had talked to a lot of the neighbors who are very concerned and they were anxious for Council to pass the property maintenance ordinance.
	Janet Howe came to the podium and stated that she was in support of the Destination Marketing Program and that she was a proponent of maintaining the historic areas of town.  Ms. Howe continued she thought they should rename the Foreside area to the Portside area to make the area more attractive to people from out of town.
	Pat Holmes, the Executive Director of Meetinghouse Village, came to the podium and indicated they were in favor of the Destination Marketing Program and supported the idea of Kittery Center Village.
	Dave Kaselauskas came to the podium and indicated that he thought that the proposed property maintenance ordinance was going to pit neighbors against each other.  He continued he was also concerned that people would complain about fishermen storing lobster traps on piers on in their yards and that the ordinance would create more problems.
	John Waldron came to the podium and stated that he agreed with Mr. Kaselauskas and that something should be written into the ordinance regarding fishing gear.  He continued he agreed with the ordinance if it concerned safety or health but that it should be looked at further before going forward.
	Mike Waldren came to the podium stated he was concerned about the fishing gear issue as well and wanted to know how the ordinance would be enforced.  He continued he hoped that Council would take consideration for the fishermen.
	Steve Taylor came to the podium and stated that the town needed to support the fishing community.  He continued some of the fishermen needed to keep their gear in their yards for months at a time.
	Chairperson Spiller stated the Destination Marketing Program would be addressed later in the meeting.  She continued relative to the property on Chauncey Creek Road that the CEO had cited the owner and they had 14 days to correct the situation.  Chairperson Spiller indicated that if the situation was not fixed they would be fined and assessed a $100 fine per day.  She continued they had no intention of interfering with the fishermen’s properties.
11.	UNFINISHED BUSINESS – 
	a. (020111-11)  The Kittery Town Council moves to approve amendments to Title 8, Health and Safety, and to add Chapter 8.3, Property Maintenance and adjust certain existing passages numbering and format as presented by the Ordinance Review Committee.
	Councilor Beers indicated that the motion on the table was to approve an ORC reviewed document but the document before them came from the Town Manager, Police Chief and Town Attorney to address the littering section and the exemptions.
	COUNCILOR THOMSON MOVED TO AMEND THE MAIN MOTION TO SUBSTITUTE THE DEPARTMENT HEAD’S RECOMMENDATION WITH THE PROVISION THAT THE LATEST VERSION DOES NOT SUBSTANTIALLY CHANGE WHAT WAS PREVIOUSLY PUBLICALLY HEARD, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR DOW FOR DISCUSSION.
	COUNCILOR DENNETT MOVED TO SEND THE DOCUMENT TO THE ORDINANCE REVIEW COMMITTEE FOR REVIEW AND THEN BE SENT BACK TO COUNCIL, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR BEERS.
	Town Manager Carter stated they had not changed anything that would disrupt moving the item forward.  He continued he thought the document was in correct format and they should move forward.
	Councilor Dow stated he was troubled in continuing the item in that they had brought residents out to multiple meetings on the issue.  He continued he supported the ordinance and even though at times it may be subjective, he hoped intelligence would prevail.
	Councilor Beers indicated he did not think the revision changed any substantive issues.  He continued that no one would consider lobster traps to be garbage or litter and that he was not prepared to postpone the issue any further.
	Councilor Thomson noted that he wanted to make sure that the intent had not been changed substantially.  Town Attorney MacEachern responded that the document had not been changed substantially and that the Chief had some concerns so they eliminated the section relating to litter and moved it to the property maintenance ordinance.
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	Councilor Guy stated that he wanted to make sure that the ordinance was not going to interfere with the fishermen.  Town Attorney MacEachern replied that was not the intent and would not be enforced in that way.  
	Councilor Pelletier asked what the difference was between the new ordinance and the current ordinance.  Town Attorney MacEachern responded the new ordinance would make it easier to enforce.  He continued that if the ordinance ever was carried out in an  abusive way, Council could amend it at any time.  Town Attorney MacEachern stated that if the CEO believed a violation had taken place she would issue a notice of violation to correct the situation.  He continued the property owner could, in the meantime, try to convince the CEO that it was not a violation.
	Councilor Beers asked if the CEO issued a violation and the property owner felt aggrieved, could they appeal to the Board of Appeals?  Town Attorney MacEachern responded they could not under this ordinance.  
	Councilor Pelletier indicated he remained concerned about the ordinance and thought that they already had the state law to deal with the issues and was concerned it could be abused.
	A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN ON THE AMENDMENT TO THE MAIN MOTION WITH COUNCILOR DENNETT AND COUNCILOR PELLETIER OPPOSED.  MOTION PASSES 5/2.
	Councilor Dennett noted he was hesitant to vote for this issue and that he agreed with Councilor Pelletier in that they already had the tools to enforce the issue.  Councilor Dennett stated he agreed with the ordinance in essence but that he had too many issues to vote for it.
	A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH COUNCILOR DENNETT AND COUNCILOR PELLETIER OPPOSED.  MOTION PASSES 5/2.
	b.  (040211-1)  The Kittery Town Council moves to approve Phase 1 of a Destination Marketing Program.
	Councilor Dennett indicated his problems with the proposed document which Town Planner Mylroie indicated would be changed.  
	COUNCILOR BEERS MOVED TO AMEND THE MAIN MOTION TO ADD ITEM 7 AUTHORIZING KITTERY CENTER VILLAGE AS PRESENTED, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR DOW.

	Chairperson Spiller stated the main concern was to get people from 95 and Route 1 to the businesses in town and that they needed clear, directional signage.

Councilor Dennett asked where they stood with the wind turbine. He continued they were also looking into getting new blades for the turbine and had talked to a few other interested parties about purchasing the turbine.
