7.	NEW BUSINESS
	a.  (090413-2)  The Kittery Town Council moves to increase the FY’ 14 property tax levy limit of $5,412,636 by $785,156, since the approved municipal budget has resulted in a tax commitment that is greater than the property tax levy limit established by state law.
	COUNCILOR DENNETT MOVED TO INCREASE THE FY’ 14 PROPERTY TAX LEVY LIMIT OF $5,412,636 BY $785,156, SINCE THE APPROVED MUNICIPAL BUDGET HAS RESULTED IN A TAX COMMITMENT THAT IS GREATER THAN THE PROPERTY TAX LEVY LIMIT ESTABLISHED BY STATE LAW, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR SPILLER.
	A ROLL CALL VOTE WAS TAKEN WITH ALL IN FAVOR.  MOTION PASSES 6/0.
	b.  (090413-3)  The Kittery Town Council moves to establish an overlay amount of $__________, resulting in a mil rate of _______ mils, and to charge an interest rate of 7% per annum on past due accounts and an interest rate of 3% on overpayment of property taxes, and confirms the dates of October 31, 2013, February 15, 2014 and May 31, 2014, as the due dates for property and personal property taxes.
	COUNCILOR DENNETT MOVED TO ESTABLISH AN OVERLAY AMOUNT OF $137,723.79, RESULTING IN A MIL RATE OF .01522 MILS, AND TO CHARGE AN INTEREST RATE OF 7% PER ANNUM ON PAST DUE ACCOUNTS AND AN INTEREST RATE OF 3% ON OVERPAYMENT OF PROPERTY TAXES, AND CONFIRMS THE DATES OF OCTOBER 31, 2013, FEBRUARY 15, 2014 AND MAY 31, 2014, AS THE DUE DATES FOR PROPERTY AND PERSONAL PROPERTY TAXES, SECONDED BY COUNCILOR THOMSON.
	Councilor Dennett indicated that there were quite a few computations involved in coming up with that number and wanted to ask the finance director if she concurred with his numbers.  The Finance Director came to the podium and stated that she agreed with Councilor Dennett’s computations.  Bruce Kerns, Tax Assessor, stated that the number suggested by Councilor Dennett would cover the abatements necessary and then some.
