It was agreed that the EDC would monitor the E B -5 program and discuss participation if enacted. Gary Beers made a motion that the EDC express its support for " Education Outreach" to Allyn Hutton and the school committee. The motion passed 7 to 1. Gary beers provided a summary of the ABC priority study and indicated that not all members had responded to the second spreadsheet. He passed out printed copies and asked that they be returned to Town Hall to his attention and he would compile the results. It was agreed that the EDC would develop a web site promoting growth in Kittery. The site will be a stand-alone site with a cross link to the Town site. The next steps will be to build the site from the model developed by Scott Lincoln with web hosting coordinated by Gary Beers.
