OTHER BUSINESS

ITEM 1  – Town Planner’s Time  - (Destination Marketing Program & Pedestrian & Bicycle Plan)

a. Re: Roylos Final Subdivision Review 90 Day extension Request, 32 Haley Road, Kittery Maine, Tax Map 47, Lot 18-4. Mr. Mylroie presented a December 8, 2010, letter from James A. Nadeau requesting a 90 day extension to file a final subdivision plan. The prior extension expires on or about December 14, 2010.  The extension was requested to enable finalization of financing and filing. Conservation Commission Chair Earldean Wells expressed concern about the lack of compliance with prior tree cutting and environmental protection mitigation measures. After discussion, it was understood that the status and compliance of any prior conditions could be reviewed as part of the final subdivision plan review.

Mr. Donnell moved to grant the 90 day extension. 
Mr. Battcock-Emerson seconded 

              Motion carried unanimously by all members present.

b. Planning Board’s Destination Marketing Program.  Mr. Mylroie reviewed the status of the program and next steps. Board supported continuation. 
c. Pedestrian & Bicycle Plan. Mr. Mylroie reviewed the status of the planning including related policies and implementation strategies as input to the Growth Management Program Transportation and Circulation section, and preparation of an Improvement Plan (specific plan) for the Coastal Route 1 district.   Mr. White expressed support for enabling pedestrian and bicycle ways, but also wanted to retain the historic character of roads and stonewalls.  There was support for promoting bicycle etiquette as well as connecting ways between neighborhoods and setting priorities for improvement projects.  

ITEM 2  – Planning Board Workshop - Town Code Title 16 Land Use and Development Amendments.

Mr. Mylroie reviewed topics and said specific amendments would be presented at the next meeting.  Reviewed Title 16 amendment.
ITEM 3  - Planning Board Workshop (continuation) – Growth Management Program Recommendations.  Mr. Mylroie reviewed the draft of the Plan updates and invited review and comment for discussion at the next meeting. The Board then discussed the Vision section.  
Mr. Donnell moved to adjourn.
Mr. Melanson seconded.
