The S.A.F.E. program has been in existence for 28 years. This program is for children

5 years old-5th grade and runs Monday-Friday for nine weeks. The basic hours
are 9:00 am-4:30 pm. We do offer before care from 7:30-9:00 am and aftercare
from 4:30-6:00 pm for an additional charge. This program consists of arts and crafts,

CAUCUS INFORMATION

The Kittery Democratic and Republican Committees will be holding their Caucuses in February, the dates, places
and times are to be determined, so watch for that information in the newspaper or contact your local committee
chair: Will Peirce, Democratic Chair — 451-9171 and Michael Humiston, Republican Chair — 439-9165.

Unenrolled voters (those not declaring a party) who wish to participate at a Caucus, may enroll in the party of the
Caucus they wish to attend a half-hour before the Caucus begins or at the Municipal Office, Monday through
Thursday, 8:00 am to 12:30 pm and 1:00 pm to 6:00 pm. For the Primary Election the voter may enroll in a party
at the polls on Election Day or at the Municipal Office prior to the Election.

Voters wishing to change their current party must make that change no later than 15 days prior to the Caucus in
order to participate or the Primary Election in order to vote that parties ballot. The voter must remain in that
party for three months before an application can be filed to either withdraw or change their party.

The Primary Election will be held on June 12 ™ at Shapleigh School.

VOTER REGISTRATION

Have you moved within Kittery or no longer have your post office box? If so, please stop by the Municipal Office
and fill out a voter registration change of address card so we have your current mailing and residence address on
file. This will help keep our voter list up to date with your correct information for elections and mailing
purposes.

FORT FOSTER STICKERS

Fort Foster stickers are available for the 2012 season at the Municipal Office. You will need your current
registration for the vehicle you would like the sticker for. Fees are as follows: Resident: $20.00, Resident
Senior Citizen: $5.00, Resident or Resident Senior Citizen duplicate: $5.00, Triplicate or more, each: $5.00,
Non-Resident: $50.00.
