Vice Chairperson Judy Spiller opened the meeting at 6:30pm
Minutes of the Meeting: Jeff Thomson made a motion to accept the minutes of the March 16th meeting; Matt Brock seconded.  Minutes approved at written. 
Presentation of Structural Annex Analysis:  Jeff Nawrocki of JSN Associates presented the attached report.  His findings were not “glowing.”  Some highlights of the report include an under-designed roof and sagging rafters.  Walls could be removed, but must be replaced with new structures that meet current regulations.   Jeff felt that the building could continue to be used as is for many years, but the roof issue would need to be addressed.  Jeff recommended that the committee think long and hard about sinking a lot of money into renovating for a new use.   He also stated that with routine maintenance the life span of the annex would be up to 50 years.
Rachel Dennis shared that the Rice Public Library Board had met on April 12th to review the report from JSN Associates.  Because of the expense of renovations and the limitations of the present structure, the Library will not be moving to the annex.  The Library still wants to be on the Frisbee site, but not in the existing building.
At present there are three options for the annex, but with 3 committee members absent, this discussion will be put off until the next meeting.

The committee discussed some finer points concerning the function of the  Arts Advisory committee.  Faith Harrington and Peter Lamb submitted changes to section 3.05 concerning that committee.
