Members Present:  John Carson, Chairman, Barry Bush, William Bailey, Kelly Philbrook, Joan Castellano, Thomas Smith, Russell White representing the Planning Board and Harbormaster Bion Pike.

1.  Minutes of Meeting: September 2, 2010:

Mr. Bush moved to approve the minutes of September 2, 2010, seconded by Ms. Philbrook with all in favor.

2.  Budget Report:

Ms. Castellano reported that 56.2% of the budget for maintenance, buildings and grounds had been used already.  She continued there was a big discrepancy from her records.  Chairman Carson stated he would like to look at a detailed report.  Ms. Castellano indicated her records showed $1,600 in expenses paid and the town showed $7,000.00.  Chairman Carson noted he was concerned and wanted to sit down to look things over. 

3. Harbormaster Segment:

Harbormaster Pike stated the storm plan had worked well.  He continued things had gone smoothly and that he had received a positive response from the boaters.

Harbormaster Pike noted the preliminary CIP paperwork was going to be out shortly and he wanted to know what the KPA was going to need for the next year.  He continued he had received a quote for the saltwater washdown which was $2,700.00.  He indicated he had received a quote to repair the hoist for $3,800.00 or they could purchase a new hoist for $4,300.00.  Harbormaster Pike stated the hoist was their highest priority.  Harbormaster Pike stated he had received a proposal for materials to replace the failing safety railings at Pepperrell Cove for $3,561.00 and had received a quote from Washburn Plumbing for $3,700.00.  Chairman Carson indicated he should put together a formal proposal for the KPA to look at.

Harbormaster Pike indicated the boat bimini was under construction and the Spruce Creek monitoring had been completed the previous week.

Harbormaster Pike noted he had received a letter from Assistant Harbormaster Mike Varney and thought the KPA should thank him for his over 20 years of service.

Harbormaster Pike stated float removal day was scheduled for October 18th.  He continued he had sent out an email notifying boaters to remove their dinghies from the dock by October 17th.

Harbormaster Pike indicated he had received a phone call stating there were 60 traps found during beach cleanup.  Ms. Philbrook stated she thought they should remove the boulders at Seapoint Beach to allow people to retrieve their traps.  Chairman Carson stated he also thought they should facilitate the lobstermen to access the beach though it was not the KPA’s job but that the KPA would be cooperative.

BIG GRANT PRESENTATION:

Harbormaster Pike indicated the BIG Grant was a $322,766.00 project of which they were asking for $242,000.00 as the town had committed to the other money.  He noted this was a Tier 2 application which is competitive and statewide.  Harbormaster Pike stated the project would benefit the region economically.  Harbormaster Pike then showed his presentation outlining the completed application.

4. Marinas, Piers and Floats:

Chairman Carson indicated that the public hearing for Peter and Wendy Reich had been postponed indefinitely.

Floating Dock for Ben Page:

Mr. Page stated he wanted a floating dock 300 yards in front of the Kittery town dock.  Harbormaster Pike indicated he had spoken with several fishermen who reported they had no concerns.  Chairman Carson asked if it would save room in the channel.  Mr. Page responded that it would and he was only going to put one boat on the dock.  Ms. Philbrook asked what the dimensions of the floats were.  Harbormaster Pike responded it was 30 feet by 15 feet.  

Mr. Bush moved to approve the floating dock for Ben Page contingent upon the town planner’s approval, seconded by Mr. Smith.  


A roll call vote was taken with all in favor.  Motion passes 7/0.

5.  Public Comments and Issues

Milton Hall came to the podium.  Mr. Hall indicated in the past they had taken out the boulders at Seapoint Beach to allow fishermen to retrieve their traps. 

6.  Correspondence to/from Chairman:

Chairman Carson stated he wanted to have a proposal for the new rules and regulations at the next meeting.

Chairman Carson indicated that he and Harbormaster Pike had gone out to the sound basin and there were 9 navy moorings there that were in Kittery waters.  He continued they were having discussions on where to place the KPYC moorings.

Chairman Carson noted relative to the issue with the worker’s compensation for the harbormaster position that the harbormaster was not properly covered.  He continued there was a letter in process to the town so there is no confusion.

7. Board Members New and Old Business:

Ms. Philbrook asked if the dumpster at Pepperrell Cove was year round.  Harbormaster Pike stated it was but they could tell the new owners of Cap’n Simeons to get their own dumpster.  Mr. Smith stated he thought they should cut ties and have them get their own dumpster.  Chairman Carson indicated he thought it might be time to end the relationship as well. 

Ms. Philbrook moved to end the relationship with Mr. D’Amico regarding the dumpster at Pepperrell Cove and to haul the dumpster out November 1st to whenever the floats go in and to be used solely by the boaters, seconded by Ms. Castellano.

A roll call vote was taken with all in favor.  Motion passes 7/0.

8. Adjournment:

Mr. Bush made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Mr. Smith with all in favor.  Motion passes 7/0.
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
