Members Present:  John Carson, Chairman, William Bailey, Kelly Philbrook, Barry Bush, Thomas Smith, Russell White representing the Planning Board and Harbormaster Bion Pike.

Members Absent:  Joan Castellano

1.  Minutes of Meeting: July 1, 2010:

Ms. Philbrook moved to approve the minutes of July 1, 2010, seconded by Mr. Bush with all in favor.

2.  Budget Report:

There was no budget report as Ms. Castellano was absent.

3. Harbormaster Segment:

Harbormaster Pike stated that he got a call from a member of the Fisherman’s Advisory Committee who informed him that there were cars parked at the Government Street pier from the Navy Yard and elsewhere and it was making to difficult to access.  Chairman Carson indicated that he should speak with the security at the Navy Yard relative to this.

Harbormaster Pike stated he was going to investigate the cost of a saltwater washdown pump.

Harbormaster Pike indicated there was a problem at Pepperrell Cove with striper fishermen.  He stated that the problem was occurring when he was not on duty and people were cutting bait on the pier and leaving their trash.  Chairman Carson stated that he had seen signs on other piers which stated that fishing was allowed but to respect the property and clean up after themselves and that privileges could go away if the rules were not followed.  Harbormaster Pike indicated he had just installed bait boards so that might alleviate some of the problems.  Ms. Philbrook suggested they hang some laminated signs to the effect of what Chairman Carson had indicated .  Chairman Carson noted it should be mentioned to the Fisherman’s Advisory Committee to keep an eye out and to spread the word.

Harbormaster Pike noted the security cameras were installed and were operational.  He continued there was a great picture night and day.  Harbormaster Pike stated he had gotten a call from East Coast Utility who said the best solution was to trench.  Harbormaster Pike stated he was going to get a quote for putting in two poles and a trench.

Harbormaster Pike indicated he had ordered the bimini and GPS for the Harbormaster’s boat and they would be installed as soon as they got in.  He noted that the lights were already in.

Harbormaster Pike noted that five young men had swam from Fort Foster to Wood Island.  He continued that they were stuck on the island for about five hours until a family member had called.  Harbormaster Pike stated that he went to Wood Island and got them

Harbormaster Pike stated there was a mooring failure on the back channel due to a failed swivel.  He noted that the mooring had been repaired.

Harbormaster Pike stated the stone at the Traip ramp had washed out and Mary Ann Conroy at DPW had agreed to put some stone in.  

Harbormaster Pike indicated the fire extinguishers had been installed but the life rings were not in yet.

Harbormaster Pike noted the stormplan had gone out to all the members with email and asked if there were any suggestions.  Harbormaster Pike stated they could approve the storm plan and amend it at any time because he would like to get it out to the boaters.  Chairman Carson asked at what point were boaters going to be told to remove their dinghies.  Harbormaster Pike responded that the storm plan did not address that.  Chairman Carson suggested that the goals section include a statement that if dinghies were not removed be a certain alert level they will be removed by the KPA and a fee will be charged.

Ms. Philbrook moved to approve the storm plan as presented, seconded by Mr. Bush.  A roll call vote was taken with all in favor.  Motion passes 6/0.

Harbormaster Pike indicated he was continuing with the Spruce Creek monitoring and they were going out every other Tuesday to test for different elements.  He continued that he brought them to two places and there were five or six testing spots all together.

Harbormaster Pike noted he received a call from a military man who wanted to know if the KPA would waive the launch fee for an active member of the military.  A consensus was taken with all in favor to waive the fee.  Chairman Carson stated this should be included when they rewrite the rules and regulations and make it a policy for the time being.


Harbormaster Pike stated he had received an email from a man whose sister owns Fishing Island and she was considering donating the island to the Kittery Land Trust.  He continued the family was worried about losing their riparian mooring.  Chairman Carson indicated by law the person on the deed is issued the riparian mooring.  Harbormaster Pike mentioned possibly giving the family a memorial mooring.  He continued the family would have to maintain the memorial mooring and would also have to go on the waitlist.  Chairman Carson stated the parties should draw up an agreement to give to the town attorney and KPA to look at.

Harbormaster Pike stated some of the fishermen would like to see bunks at Pepperrell Cove to clean their boats.  He continued that the bunks sit for a long period of time and get slippery.  He continued that this might be something to give to the Fisherman’s Advisory Committee to look at which Chairman Carson stated was a good idea.

Harbormaster Pike indicated he had been approached by staff to donate a ride on the Harbormaster’s boat as a prize at the Fuel & More Dance.  He noted that he would have anyone on the boat execute a legal disclaimer.

Chairman Carson stated he had received an application for a riparian mooring for 21 Chauncey Creek Road for a 29 foot boat.  He asked Harbormaster Pike to look into it and bring back a recommendation.

4.  Marinas, Piers, and Floats:

Chairman Carson noted this had been put off until the next meeting at the request of Pickering Marine.

5.  Public Comments and Issues

Milton Hall came to the podium.  Mr. Hall stated the KPA should check with the planner because the references in Title 16 relative to the 30 day appeal and the two term limits had still not been corrected.

6.  Correspondence to/from Chairman:

Chairman Carson stated relative to the new insurance policies that they had been provided a loss control survey and needed to submit a written response in 30 days.

Chairman Carson indicated he had transmitted the annual report to the town.

Chairman Carson noted he was looking to get a grant for the recreational pier but they did not have the application yet.  He continued that Town Manager Carter had drafted an excellent letter that was sent to DOT and received a favorable response.

Chairman Carson indicated he had met with Joel Polychronopolis and the MWR moorings did appear to be outside of the sound basin.

7. Board Members New/Old Business.

Harbormaster Pike noted that he would not be on duty the following Sunday.

Harbormaster Pike indicated he had been advised to apply for the SHIP grant again next year.

Ms. Philbrook stated she had been informed by the Fisherman’s Advisory Committee that there were concerns about the extra tables at Cap’n Simeons due to the parking issue and thought that might want to be reported to Council.  Chairman Carson indicated he would contact the Chair of Council.

Ms. Philbrook indicated that the Fisherman’s Advisory Committee was going to work on creating a letter to send to the fisherman to explain how the Committee was going to work.  She continued they were going to create a waiting list for vacant seats on the Committee as was the practice with other committees in town.

Mr. White moved to amend the storm plan to add a provision where dinghies will be removed at an alert level of 3 or 4 or will be subject to a $50.00 fine, seconded by Ms. Philbrook.  A roll call vote was taken with all in favor.  Motion passes 6/0.
