Members Present:  John Carson, Chairman, Kelly Philbrook, Barry Bush,  Joan Castellano, Tom Smith and Harbormaster Bion Pike.

Members Absent – Russell White and Ray Grenier

1.  Minutes of Meeting – The minutes of August 4, 2011 and July 7, 2011 were approved as amended.

2.  Budget Report – 
Ms. Castellano indicated that she had signed for the normal monthly expenditures.  She continued that the pump out bill was getting to be ridiculous and wanted to know how often they were getting pumped out. Harbormaster Pike responded they were being pumped out every week and a half.  Ms. Philbrook stated she thought they should think about the cost of getting a port-a-potty.  Harbormaster Pike suggested they approach the Town Council to see if they would be willing to chip in.  Chairman Carson stated he would talk to the town and to the store because they had been sending customers to the bathroom.  

3.  Harbormaster Segment –

Harbormaster Pike indicated he wanted to thank everyone who had helped out at Pepperrell Cove with the hurricane preparations.  He continued the fishermen’s float had lost a fair amount of floatation and the town had asked for an estimate to repair it.  Harbormaster Pike noted he had given a preliminary estimate of $3,000.00.

Harbormaster Pike noted relative to the PYC moorings that the issue was still being worked out.

Harbormaster Pike stated there had not been a lot of pushback on the new fishing restrictions and they would be ending in a couple of weeks.

Harbormaster Pike indicated there had been a boat wake incident in which two power boats had thrown a 4-5 foot wake.  He continued he had stopped them and advised them they were not allowed to make a wake and there was a lot of damage at the marina.  Harbormaster Pike noted he summonsed the two drivers and was collecting names of the people who had encountered damage.

4.  Marinas/Piers/Floats -
Duncan Mellor came to the podium and presented the application for the Frisbee Town Pier replacement.  He then explained what the configuration of the setup was going to be.  David Sullivan indicated that he thought the weight limit on the new fishermen’s pier was not enough.  Chairman Carson indicated he thought they should beef up the weight limit.
Ms. Philbrook moved to find the application complete with the provision that the weight limit will be changed and a drawing showing riparian lines will be provided, seconded by Mr. Bush.

A roll call vote was taken with all in favor.  Motion passes 5/0.

Scheduled Public Hearings:

Zachary Taylor came to the podium and stated he represented Nancy Audesse who wanted to construct a 4’ x 30’’ pier, a 3’ x 30’ ramp and 10’ x 20’ float at 5 Rose Lane in Kittery.  He continued she was looking to get water access from her property and she had gone through the permitting process.

Ms. Philbrook moved to approve an application from Nancy Audesse to construct a 4’ x 30’ fixed pier with a 3’ x 30’ ramp leading to a 10’ x 20’ float at 5 Rose Lane. Kittery, Maine 03905, seconded by Mr. Smith.

A roll call vote was taken with all in favor.  Motion passes 5/0.

Zachary Taylor indicated he represented Diane Knight who wanted to replace an existing ramp, pier and float.

Ms. Philbrook moved to approve the application from Diane Knight to replace an existing 3’ x 24’ wooden ramp and a 13’ x 15’ wooden float located at 28 Island Ave, Kittery Maine with a 3’ x 40’ ramp and 8’ x 30’ float, seconded by Mr. Smith.

A roll call vote was taken with Mr. Bush abstained.  Motion passes 5/1/0

5.  Public Segment – none

6.  BIG Project –

Chairman Carson indicated the project agreement had been signed by the town and the DOT project manager.  He continued the only person who was allowed to contact the project manager was DPW Director Maryann Conroy.  He continued there was going to be a meeting with the project manager at some point in September and that they could not spend any money until that happened.

Chairman Carson stated relative to grant applications and fund raising, that Mr. White had begun to put together the paperwork to become a 501(c)3.  He continued they needed to get good people on board and asked anyone with recommendations on candidates to contact him.

7.  Correspondence To/From Chairman -
Chairman Carson wanted to thank the people at MWR for offering their moorings for boats that needed shelter during the storm.  

Chairman Carson stated the City of Portsmouth was putting in a BIG Grant application for the piers at Prescott Park.

Chairman Carson noted relative to the PYC, that they had threatened the Corps with a lawsuit and he had let the Corps know that the KPA was going to support them.

Chairman Carson stated he had spoken with Neil Odams about the flag at Pepperrell Cove and indicated that Mr. Odams was going to take it into consideration.

8.  Board Members New/Old Business –

Chairman Carson indicated there was a regulation on the books which stated that between May 1st and September 1st, no lobster traps were permitted to be on the float.  He continued they needed to change that to suit everyone’s needs.  Dick Draper stated he thought they should remove the regulation entirely.  Chairman Carson indicated it was his thought that a portion of the float could be used at anytime.  Ms. Philbrook stated she thought they could paint lines on the float where the traps could be stored but that a portion of the float should be available 24/7.   Chairman Carson indicated he would draft up a new regulation and would email it out to the KPA members.

Mr. Smith stated there were three types of hoists they could have at Pepperrell Cove and explained the difference between those.  Steve Lawrence stated that the fishermen were happy with the hoist they had now and wanted to keep the same configuration.  David Sullivan indicated he would like to see a hydraulic hoist instead of a chain.  Mr. Smith asked if everyone would be happy with installing the same hoist with a hydraulic system to which all of the fishermen present responded they would.  

Mr. Smith stated relative to the Growth Management Plan Committee that they were making some progress.  He continued they had not finished the marine resources section and there was a meeting scheduled for the following week and hoped it would be finished then.

Chairman Carson noted that Councilor Beers had going through the rules and regulations and that he was going to be meeting with him the following week to discuss his thoughts.

Ms. Philbrook stated she wanted to echo Harbormaster Pike’s comments about people helping with the storm and that Dick Draper had put a lot of energy into helping out.  She continued she would like to find a way for Harbormaster Pike to bring the assistant harbormasters out to dinner.  Harbormaster Pike noted he felt they had earned the right.  Chairman Carson noted they would do something appropriate.
