Sealed bids for furnishing the Town of Kittery, Maine with one new sidewalk snow plow/loader will be received by the Town Manager, Council Chambers, Municipal Building, 200 Rogers Road, Kittery, Maine 03904 until 2:00 p.m. Tuesday, August 23, 2016 at which time they will be publicly opened and read.

Proposals will be submitted in sealed envelopes plainly marked: “Proposal for Highway Division Sidewalk Plow.”

Delivery shall be F.O.B., Town of Kittery, Maine, Highway Department garage on a workday, Monday through Friday, between the hours of 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m.

Price shall include 10-day plates and State of Maine Certificates of Title which shall be made out to the Town of Kittery, Maine, and mailed to the Town Manager.  A copy of the Title application is to be delivered with the sidewalk plow.

Delivery time may be a factor in determining the award.  Please state the anticipated delivery time with date.

The sidewalk plow shall be in accordance with the attached specifications in the proposal.

The sidewalk plow shall conform to the pertinent Occupational Safety and Health Act Requirements of the State of Maine.

The sidewalk plow shall be equipped with standard factory equipment and bidder shall include with their bid a catalog (or literature) marked to indicate the standard factory equipment pertinent to their proposal.

The dealer will state in the proposal the make, model number, etc., of the sidewalk plow they are offering.  The make, model number, etc., stated shall be for equipment that meets all the specifications and performs all the functions and is as represented, not only by these specifications, but also by the descriptions in the descriptive literature included with this bid, unless the descriptive literature is plainly marked otherwise.

The Town of Kittery will pay the purchase price within 10-20 days following delivery after November 1 of 2016, and receipt of bills, for all items covered by the Purchase Order.  In submitting a bid under these specifications, bidder should take into account all discounts and time allowed in accordance with the above payment policy.  Therefore, all bidders should quote a net price exclusive of all Federal or State Excise Taxes.

The Town of Kittery reserves the right to waive any informalities in bids, to accept any bid, and to reject any or all bids, should it be deemed for the best interest of the Town to do so.

The manual will provide all information required to operate the tractor. It must also include basic maintenance information, safety precautions, lubrication diagrams, etc. All pictures must be in full color.
2. Two (2) tractor parts manuals including maintenance and operator’s instructions shall be supplied. The manual must also include exploded view illustrations of the differentials, pto clutch, gear reduction box, mechanical transmission, brake system and all driveshaft assemblies. Wiring and hydraulic schematics must be in full color. The manual must have detailed information regarding controls, operating tips, safety precautions, attachment mounting, attachment hose hook up color coding, grease point illustrations, lubricating chart, etc. The manuals must include a CD copy inserted into a protective sleeve in the manual cover.
3. Two (2) tractor service manuals shall be supplied at time of delivery. The manual must include diagnostic, repair and adjustment information for main drivetrain components. All photo pictures that assist in overhaul procedures must be in full color. Wiring and hydraulic schematics must be in full color. Other items required include a torque specification page, fault logic trouble shooting, lifting point and jack stand placement illustrations. The above information for attachments including those which may be ordered at a later date must also be included. The manuals must include a CD copy inserted into a plastic protective sleeve in the manual cover.
