PUBLIC COMMENT – 
Earldean Wells asked that the motion for the PREP Grant made at the 10/14/10 meeting be forwarded to her as soon as the minutes are completed.
ITEM 1   40 Pepperrell Rd. – Non-Conforming Residential Expansion  Shoreland Overlay Zone Project Plan Review – Acceptance and Public Hearing - Bonnie Knickerbacker, owner proposes to construct a 6’ x 10’ dormer in a 2nd floor room for a home office. The proposed development is located at 40 Pepperrell Road in the Residential - Kittery Point Village (R-KPV) zone and Shoreland Overlay zone (OZ-SL-250’) and identified as Tax Map 18 Lot 28. The owner’s agent is Allen Downs, Jr. with Downs Restoration and Construction.

Mr. Mylroie summarized the application, and stated the proposed dormer is less than the 30% increase allowed by ordinance.  

Public Hearing opened and closed at 6:18 p.m. with no comments or questions.

Mr. Kelly moved to approve a non-conforming residential expansion at 40 Pepperrell Road, Map 18 Lot 28 in the Residential and Shoreland Overlay zones, in accordance with the Shoreland Overlay Zone application and Findings of Fact.

ITEM 2 – 62 Chauncey Creek Rd. – Non-Conforming Residential Expansion - Shoreland Overlay Zone Plan Review – Acceptance and Public Hearing - Martha Kowal, owner proposes to construct a 12’ x 15’ addition to her home located at 62 Chauncey Creek Road (Tax Map 45 Lot 75A) in the Residential - Kittery Point Village (R-KPV) Zone and Shoreland Overlay Zone (OZ-SL-250’). The owner’s agent is Paul J. Burke of Classic Building and Design. 
Mr. Mylroie summarized the application, noting it is complete.  This is a determination of completeness, public hearing and decision.
Paul Burke explained the proposed expansion, providing a site plan illustration of the building and the addition, noting the location is not closer to Chauncey Creek than the existing structure.  There is no other location on the property that would allow this addition to the dwelling.  Additionally, the addition is within the 30% expansion allowed in the shoreland overlay.

Public Hearing opened at 6:26 p.m.
Martha Kowal, owner, asked the Board to grant her request as she has developed progressive Parkinson’s disease, and this expansion would allow her to remain in her home.

Ms. Kowall read a letter of support:

To the Kittery Zoning Board of Appeals [sic],

As a neighbor and a friend, I am writing in support of the request by Martha Kowal to create a bedroom and bathroom on the first floor of her house at 62 Chauncey Creek Road.  As Martha’s Parkinson’s disease progresses, it is more and more difficult for her to make her way up the stairs to the second floor.  Despite her disability, her courage and resolve to remain as active in her life an she can recently took her across the walkway over the Hudson with the help of her friends in the Kittery community.  The proposed change in her house will allow her to stay and participate as she is able, in this community that she loves.  Thank you for your attention to the needs of the people of Kittery.  Sincerely, Sally Hirshberg.
Marsha Gibbons, neighbor, spoke in support of Ms. Kowal’s behalf, stating an approval will allow her to stay in her home.
Public Hearing closed at 6:30 p.m.
